Do YouK now T he H55t0r5 of \Valentine’s D35

There are varying opin-
ions as to the origin of
Valentine's Day. Some
experts state that it origi-
nated from SL Valentine,
a Roman who was mar-
tyred for refusing to give
up Christianity. He died
on February 14, 269
A.D., the same day that
had been devoted to love
lotteries.  Legend also
says that St Valentine

left a farewell note for
the jailer's daughter, who
had become his friend,
and signed it "From
Your Valentineg”". Other
aspects of the story say
that Saint Valentine
served as a priest at the
temple during the reign
of Emperor Claudius.
Claudius then had Valen-
tine jailed for defving
him. In 496 A.D. Pope

Gelasius set aside Febru-
ary 14 to honor St. Val-
entine. Gradually, Feb-
ruary 14 became the date
for exchanging love mes-
sages and St Valentine
became the patron saint
of lovers. The date was
marked by sending po-
ems and simple gifis
such as flowers. There
was often a social gath-
ering ora ball. In the

United States, Miss Esther
Howland is given credit for
sending the first valentine
cards. Commercial wvalen-
tines were introduced in
the1800's and now the date
is very commercialized.
