Membership News

The membership scheme is becoming very popular as a way of
spreading the cost of regular dental treatment. The 15% off all other
treatment can give a large saving, for example at least £75 off a por-
celain crown.

There is also the offer to whiten you teeth. It is straight forward if
you do not have fillings or crowns on your front teeth (they will
need to be replaced when your teeth are whitened). This is included
in your monthly payments.

We have found though that several patients do not like to pay by
direct debit and so cannot take advantage of the scheme. So for the
month of June only you will be able to pay for a year’s membership
in one go with a reduc-
tion of £15%. This
means that :

£142 instead of £168
